Traumatic Stress Disorders (PTSD) and other effects of their military service, and it is
also members of this profession that are on the frontlines dealing with the perpetrators,
victims and survivors of gun violence with services to address health care, and mental
health care, stress and anxiety; and

WHEREAS, social workers embody this year's Social Work Month
Theme "Social Workers: Leaders. Advocates. Champions” by leading, advocating for,
and championing their vital role in the empowerment process for millions of Americans
each day; and

WHEREAS, social workers have helped this nation live up to its ideals by
successfully pushing for decades to ensure equal rights for all, including women, African
Americans, Latinos, people who are disabled, people who are LGBTQ+ and various
ethnic, cultural and religious groups; and
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WHEREAS, social workers have been behind and advocated for
legislation and policies that reduce racial discord, including renewal of the Voting Rights
Act, the Violence Against Women Act, the Civil Rights Act, the Affordable Care Act,
Medicaid, unemployment insurance, workplace safety and social security benefits; and

WHEREAS, thousands of child, family, and school social workers across
the country provide assistance to protect children and improve the social and
psychological functioning of children and their families. Social workers help them find
loving homes and create new families through adoption; and

WHEREAS, social workers in academic settings work with families and
schools to foster future generations by ensuring students reach their full academic, social
and personal potential; and

WHEREAS, social workers work with older adults and their families to
improve their quality of life and ability to live independently as long as possible and get
access to quality mental health and health care.

WHEREAS, recognizing May as “National Foster Care Month” is an
opportunity to raise awareness about the unique challenges of children in the foster care
system, and is also an opportune time to advocate for local, state and federal
implementation of policies that seek to improve the quality of life for children in the
foster care system; and

WHEREAS, National Foster Care Month was established more than 20
years ago to highlight the needs of children in the foster care system, to promote the
importance of permanency for every child and recognize the vital life-changing roles
foster parents, social workers, and foster care and adoption advocates have on children in
the system; and

WHEREAS, the primary goal for the care system is to ensure the safety
and well-being of children, while working to provide a safe, loving, and permanent home
for each child. According to Kids Count Delaware, over 1,200 children are in the foster
care system in Delaware. Over 200 of these children have no reunification plans and are
waiting for adoption; and

WHEREAS, children of color are more likely to stay in the foster care
system for longer periods of time and are less likely to be reunited with their biological
families; and
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WHEREAS, foster parents are the front-line caregivers for children who
cannot safely remain with their biological parents and provide physical care, emotional
support, education and are the largest source of families to provide a permanent home for
children leaving foster care for adoption; and

WHEREAS, in Delaware, as across the nation, the number of children
entering into the foster care system is rising due to the Opioid epidemic; and

WHEREAS, an increase in prevention and reunification services is
necessary to reduce the number of children that are forced to remain in the foster care
system; and

WHEREAS, (LAM) the Living Arms Ministry of the Resurrection Center
located within the First District has a mission to advocate for, and recruit advocates for
children in the foster care system in New Castle County, Delaware, along with inspiring
and finding foster families; and

WHEREAS, LAM sponsors foster care information sessions for
community and faith based groups, partners with community organizations to provide
direct support to children in the foster care system, and provides contact for individuals
interested in becoming Court Appointed Special Advocates (CASA).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF WILMINGTON, that Council officially recognizes May as “National
Foster Care Month,” and in doing so, urges all citizens to support the efforts of the Living
Arms Ministry of the Resurrection Center to raise awareness about the importance of
foster care and the need for caring foster parents and foster homes.

WHEREAS, a 2017 survey conducted by the Workplace Bullying
Institute found that 60.3 million U.S. Workers have experienced repeated harmful
abusive conduct that is threatening, intimidating or humiliating; and
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WHEREAS, a study published in Innovations in Clinical Neuroscience
found that an abusive work environment or workplace bullying can cause serious harm
upon the targeted individual, with effects including mental distress, sleep disturbance,
depression, anxiety and adjustment disorders, as well as a higher risk of work-related
suicide; and

WHEREAS, several states and cities across the United States have
introduced legislation to provide clear definitions and a course of legal action for
employees on the topic of workplace bullying and harassment, seeking to protect against
these various forms of abusive conduct in the workplace; and

WHEREAS, the City of Wilmington supports and values all employees
who strive to perform their job functions, and in doing so, make the City a better place
for residents and visitors alike.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF WILMINGTON, that City Council believes that all employees deserve
to work in an environment in which they feel safe and respected, and should have the
support they need in the face of abusive conduct in the workplace.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that City Council encourages the
Delaware General Assembly to adopt the Healthy Workplace Bill formulated by the
Workplace Bullying Institute. This legislation would protect employees working in
various sectors both in Wilmington and throughout Delaware from an abusive workplace,
and provide a course of action for inappropriate conduct.

On behalf of Council Member Congo, Council Member Williams
presented Resolution No. 18-025 (Agenda #4501) as follows:
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WHEREAS, addiction is a chronic disease plaguing many members of
our community and March 6™ is commemorated as Black Balloon Day, a national event
aimed at raising awareness of overdose deaths and reducing the stigma of drug-related
deaths; and

WHEREAS, drug overdose is the leading cause of accidental death in the
United States, and overdose deaths involving prescription opioids were five times higher
in 2016 than in 1999. Overdose deaths in Delaware climbed from 172 in 2012 to 228 in
2015, and again rising to 308 deaths in 2016; and

WHEREAS, research produced by the U.S. Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention notes a 105% increase — the 2"¢ highest in the United States — in
Emergency Department visits for suspected opioid overdoses in Delaware, reaffirming
the need for better coordination and collaboration amongst public health and public safety
agencies; and

WHEREAS, having recognized the widespread and devastating nature of
the opioid crisis, Senate Bill 48 and 147 in the Delaware General Assembly provide legal
immunity to public safety personnel in connection with administering naloxone — a
medication designed to rapidly reverse opioid overdose, expanding the privilege beyond
peace officers. To date, 40 states and the District of Columbia have enacted some form of
a Naloxone Good Samaritan Law, and this medication is now available without an
individual prescription at participating Delaware pharmacies; and

WHEREAS, this day encourages stimulatory discussion to educate
communities on overdose prevention and provide basic information on the range of
support services that exist throughout the State of Delaware.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF WILMINGTON, that Council seeks to call attention to the pain felt by
family and friends who have dealt with overdose, and to commemorate the lives and
legacies of loved ones lost as a result of a drug overdose. Council further endeavors to do
its part to disseminate information about resources available to those suffering from drug
addiction, and to advocate for increased resources to address this vital need.

WHEREAS, the City of Wilmington is an Entitlement Community for
purposes of the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG), HOME Partnership
Program (HOME), Emergency Solutions Grant (ESG) and Housing Opportunities for
People with Aids (HOPWA) program; and

WHEREAS, the recently released Fiscal Year 2019 Budget of the United
States Government proposes eliminating the Community Development Block Grant
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(CDBG), claiming that the program has not demonstrated sufficient impact to justify its
continuing existence; and

WHEREAS, the CDBG program takes a place-based approach to
community development and revitalization, allocating funds for affordable housing, job
creation and social services directly to state and local agencies, who are better able to
respond to local conditions than the federal government. Established in 1974 by President
Gerald Ford, CDBG is one of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development’s
(HUD) longest-running programs and has provided over $144 billion nationwide to help
communities address critical and unmet needs among low and moderate-income
populations; and

WHEREAS, the City of Wilmington relies on CDBG funding to provide
vital services to low and moderate-income residents, and its ability to continue providing
those services would be severely hindered if the program were eliminated. Using CDBG
funding during Fiscal Year 2017, the Department of Real Estate and Housing produced
14 homeownership housing opportunities; rehabilitated 44 housing units; provided
housing options and services to 679 individuals experiencing homelessness; provided
tenant-based rental assistance and rapid rehousing services to 118 individuals
experiencing homelessness; assisted 483 individuals needing overnight shelter; and
served 2,534 individuals through public service activities designed to benefit low and
moderate-income youth and families; and

WHEREAS, the loss of CDBG funds would be a devastating blow to the
Department of Real Estate and Housing’s ability to continue providing these important
services to low and moderate-income residents. As reported in the City of Wilmington
Annual Budget for Fiscal Year 2018, CDBG funds account for 36% of the Department’s
overall FY2018 budget. Without this source of funding going forward, the Department
will likely face severe cutbacks in services and significant reductions in an already sparse
staff; and

WHEREAS, the loss of CDBG would also negatively impact area
nonprofits and services providers whose budgets are already stretched thin and who rely
on grant funding to keep their doors open. The City’s Fiscal Year 2018 budget includes
$851,285 in CDBG awards to 26 nonprofits and three programs that provide vital
services, such as affordable housing, workforce development and youth engagement, to
Wilmington residents in need; and

WHEREAS, if the CDBG program is eliminated, Wilmington’s neediest
residents will bear the brunt of the impact and will suffer the most from the loss of
programs essential to the stabilization and revitalization of Wilmington’s poorest
neighborhoods.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF WILMINGTON, that Council hereby strongly implores the United
States Congress to oppose the elimination of the Community Development Block Grant
program as proposed by President Trump’s Fiscal Year 2019 Budget of the United States
Government.
