We are on Season 2 Episode 38 of this 
show. 

• Eye on Wilmington: is a two-hour block that is set up to play videos submitted to EDtv 
from community members on Saturday and Sunday mornings.  Caleeb Watson 
continues to support us with his videos and we have doubled the opportunity to view 
his videos by adding addition 2-hour blocks on the evenings. 

• We have a show weekly featuring one of our principals who does a podcast and video 
that focuses on Mindfulness for students and parents. Guest from all over the globe
